Program:

Josh Caplan introduced Major John Hodgson. Major John Hodgson is a sixth generation Salvationist and has been an officer in the Salvation Army for over 30 years. He and his wife Lauren have served in New York, Cleveland, Pittsburg, Hartford and for a term, In Rome, Italy. He has worked on the Kroc project for three years and is ready to build this new venture by the Salvation Army. 
Major and his family live on Staten Island In New Dorp and are ready to launch the Ray and Joan Kroc Community Center on the grounds of Bailey Seton. The Kroc family have donated 1.5 Billion Dollars to the Salvation Army to build thirty Kroc centers throughout the country. Bailey Seton property was chosen for Staten Island. The portion of money giving to Staten Island 76 Million Dollars, 38 Million Capital Money and 38 Million operations. The projected building cost is 100 Million.

They have purchased 7 Ackers at this time for the project. Plans are to purchase the hospital in the future for affordable senior housing. The entire site of the complex is 18 Ackers. They should of gone to closing December 18th but are still awaiting a closing date. 

The site will include arts, dance, a gym, education programs, basketball, track, the lower level will have several different pools, a fitness center and aerobics, business center, locker area, child watch, computer library, music practice room and a quiet room.

There will be membership enrollment plus scholarships and no one will be left out. The headquarters of the Salvation Army is located on 14th street in Manhattan. Major John Hodgson showed us a video and took us on a virtual tour of the complex and stated that it is all about education and everyone reaching there potential. It was a very interesting talk and he also answered many questions.
