Program:

Nicole Malliotakis introduced Tom Curitore. Tom Curitore is a native Staten Islander who was raised in New Brighton and continues to reside on the North Shore. He has worked in city government for over twenty years. He started his career in 1985 as a police officer with the 1st Precinct in Manhattan. He spent 6 years in the NYPD’s Community Affairs. Bureau, working with city agencies and civic associations on special events. He achieved the rank of Detective before retiring from NYPD.
Tom put his community relations experience to good use when he became  the 1st Deputy Commissioner of the Community Assistance Unit under Mayor Michael Bloomberg. He was a liaison between the Mayor’s office, elected officials, City agency heads, and Community Boards to address community problems and concerns throughout the five boroughs.

In 2006, Tom was appointed Staten Island Borough Commissioners for the N.Y.C Department of Transportation. In this capacity, he continued to work with community groups, elected officials, Community Board and Business Improvement Districts on transportation issues affecting Staten Island. Because transportation involves all levels of Government (City, State and federal) He had to to negotiate many complex rules and regulations to achieve results. On the North Shore, he coordinated the channelization of Van Duzer Street and St. Paul’s Avenue to slow down traffic flow to the Expessway.
Additionally he was able to have speed recorders placed on Van Duzer Street and Henderson Avenue. In 2007, he left city government to become the Director of Operations for the Union Square Partnership, a Business Improvement District along 14th Street in Manhattan where he is responsible for making sure businesses in the District are getting the necessary policing and sanitation services.
Tom is a former member of the Staten Island Museum where he served as Mayor Bloomberg’s representative on the museum board. He also is a member of the Board of the Downtown Staten Island Council.

Tom attended Assumption Grammar school in New Brighton, McKee High School in St. George and John Jay and Empire State College. He is the proud father of a teenage son.
