Program:

Josh Caplan Announced this week’s speaker Tony Baker.
Tony Began his commitment to service by volunteering for the U.S Army in 1974, eventually attaining the rank of Sergeant First Class. During his military career, he earned six Army Commendation Medals, an Army Achievement Medal, Five Good Conduct Medals, a National Defense Medal and many other awards and ribbions. In December of 1988 he received the United States Forces Korea Area VII Great American Family Award. He retired from the military service in 1995. He is now pasturing on Staten Island’s North Shore for more than 14 years.


Tony graduated from Liberty University in Lynchburg, V.A with a Bachelor’s of Science Degree in 1986. Additionally he received his master’s of Divinity and Doctorate of Ministry Degree in 1996, respectively, from New York Theological Seminary. He began working as a teacher and dean at Port Richmond High School for eight years.

Tony now sits on the board of the Richmond University Medical Center as a Trustee. He is Vice President of the community health clinic Richmond, and an executive board member of the NAACP. He serves on the executive board of project hospitality, and is the executive board of American Baptist Churches of Metropolitan New York. He is also a member of Staten Island Clergy Leadership, the current Vice-President of the Staten Island Ministerial Alliance, and a member of the Staten Island council of churches.

Tony Stated all his life he’s been committed to one thing: A core driving principle of giving back to our community. He has been dedicated to doing more for his community throughout his entire career.

Josh Caplan Also Introduced Debi Rose.

Debi Rose is a second-generation Staten Island Native. She was a graduate of Hofstra University, Debi received her bachelors of Arts Degree in history and secondary education. She’s taken courses toward’s a master’s degree in counseling at the State University of New York. 

Since 1990, Debi has served as the executive directorof the Liberty Partnership Program at the College of Staten Island, a state funded dropout prevention program. She was elected to the Community School Board in 1996.
In 2001, she ran a groundbreaking race for City Council, in one of the closest primary races in the history of Staten Island. When her mother, Muriel Carrington, was suddenly stricken with Alzheimer’s disease, Debi put her political career on hold to take care of her. Debi came back into electoral politics in 2008, becoming a winning delegate for Barack Obama to the Democratic Convention.

Debi has been a long-time commitment to several community groups, including her leadership roles with the community board #1, Staten Island Mental Health Society , New York Urban League, National Council of Negro Women, Staten Island African-American Political Association, Census Advisory Commitree, and the American Cancer Society. Debi Rose is a true Leader for ther north shore. Her Record speaks for itself.
