Program:


Kenneth Earle, MD is the Administrative Director of the Center Of Diabetes Medicine at Richmond University Medical Center and has been appointed a visiting Associate Professor of Medicine at Mt. Sinai School of Medicine. He serves as an honorary senior lecturer at the St. George’s Medical School, London. Dr. Earle was the head of diabetes and Endocrine Services at St. George’s Hospital NHS Trust, London. He has developed an inter-disciplinary approach to high quality diabetes care and has spent years researching the impact of diabetes on high-risk groups. Dr. Earle has been the  recipient of the T.A.M Ross Prize in Clinical Medicine and British Council Travel Fellowship. He has written over 40 peer reviewed articles and is a member of the American Association of Clinical Endocrinology, Fellow of the Royal College of Physicians (London), and the Royal Society of Medicine.

Dr. Earle Stated there 194 Million people with type 2 diabetes. 1 and 10 in the United States. Some of the problems in the western world is blindness, amputation and kidney failure and packing on the pounds. People can avoid diabetes through life changes. Lose Weight, Control Eating, Exercise. Staten Island has a 40% obesity rate and the highest smoking rate and we must change our lifestyle. 


Dr. Earle was very interesting and gave us an overview of Richmond University Medical Center and answered many questions.
