Program:


Mr. Thomas Mannix, President, Columcille Irish Cultural Center at Snug Harbor, was born and raised in the Ridgewood section of Brooklyn.  He attended Bushwick High School and graduated with a degree in Computer Technology from Queens College.

Tom joined the Guardian Life Insurance Company of New York in 1968.Tom spent 34 years with Guardian, serving in all aspects of computer technology.  Tom met his wife Nancy at Guardian and has been married for 31 years this July.  Tom and Nancy have a daughter Patricia-Ann, a kindergarten teacher at PS 1 on Staten Island and a son James, who is attending the College of Staten Island.

After retiring from Guardian in 2003, Tom became deeply active in several Staten Island organizations.  Tom is the President of the Columcille Irish Cultural Center , located at Staten Island’s Snug Harbor Cultural Center.  He is Secretary of the Ancient Order of Hibernians Staten Island Division IV.  He is also a trustee of the Staten Island Non Profit Organization.  Tom serves as Government Relations Officer for the Staten Island Elks Lodge 841 and he served as Treasurer of Friends of Abandoned Cemeteries of Staten Island.

As president of Columcille, Tom coordinates the center’s programs and services, including a growing library currently at 1300 books of Irish history and culture.  Columcille provides Irish dance classes for adults, music lessons for Irish pipes and drums and computer based genealogy research.  The Center co-produced an Irish play last October, attended by over 2600 people including 900 Staten Island school children.

Tom’s current priority project is working with the New York State Dormitory Authority to ensure that Irish remains found under the municipal parking lot in St. George are re-interred into a Memorial Monument at the site.

Tom’s presentation today was “Who is St. Patrick?”  It was very interesting.  It set apart the fact from the fiction.  Did you know St. Patrick was born in Wales around 386AD? His given name was Succat, a Celtic name meaning victorious.  He received the name Patricius when he was consecrated Bishop – in 432 AD.  There are many more interesting facts that Tom relayed to us. Tom also announced the Columcille Cultural Center “Irish Famine Essay Contest – topic:  What my life would have been like if I lived in Ireland during the “Great Hunger”?
