Program:

Warren and Jennifer Forsyth was our guest speaker’s today. Jennifer spoke about the gift of life family transport program and spoke about Sixteen year old Amanda Forsyth. She left a legacy of love behind when she donated her organs after a car accident took her life on the 11th of June, 2006. Her gift of life made it possible for seven people to continue theirs, and in this spirit her family wishes to continue her legacy.

When tragedy strikes those around you, our first reaction is to offer assistance of any kind to those in need. When Amanda’s accident occurred, the NYC Fire Department stepped in and provided 24 hour transportation services for her family: a gesture that made all the difference for a family suffering the devastating loss of a child. This service allowed for Amanda’s family to be with her as much as possible during the hospitalization, relieving them the stressful task of driving during their grief. The Forsyth family believes this service should be available to all families going through similar ordeals and as a result, have created a charity to continue this service.


The Gift Of Life Family Transport provides families of organ doners in the New York Metropolitan area with 24 hour transport during the days awaiting the transplant teams arrival (a process that could last several days.) Drivers will be voulinteers from New York Police and Fire Departments. 100% of donations will go to the fund – all of which will go towards the purchasing of vehicles, insurance, tolls, gas and maintenance.
