Program:

This Week we had two guest speaker’s Were Dr. Jacqueline Moline and Dr. Afilaka Aboaba Director’s of The World Trade Center.
Jacqueline Moline, M.D. M.S.Cis an occupational Medicine specialist, an Associate Professor and the Vice Chair of the Department of Community and preventive Medicine, and an associate professor of internal medicine at the Mount Sinai School of Medicine in New York City. She is the director of the world trade center Medical monitoring and treatment clinical center at Mount Sinai. Dr. Moline obtained her medical degree from the Pritzer School of Medicine of the University Of Chicago in 1988. She completed her first residency in Internal Medicine from Yale University in 1991. In 1993, She completed her second residency in Occupational and Evironmental Medicine At Mount Sinai Hospital, and also obtainedher master’s of science degree. She is board certified for both internal and occupational medicine. Sine 1993, Dr. Moline has been a full time faculty member of the Mount Sinai School of Medicine. She served as the Director of the occupational medicine residency Program from 1998-2006. In 2005, She became the Director of the NY/NJ Education and Research Center- a position she continues to hold today. Dr. Moline’s research in the past has focused most notably on the toxicity of lead. She has examined and documented lead’s detrimental affects in the general population and more specifically in young and pregnant women. She has also researched on a variety of other topics including the health effects of theatrical smoke and fog on broadway Actors, and the effect of creosote on exposed workers. In recent years, Dr. Moline’s endeavors have been centered on the medical monitoring and treatment of World Trade Center (WTC) responder’s. Her involvement began in 2002 when she became the Medical Core Director of the WTC Worker and volunteer Medical Screening Program. In 2004 , she became the clinical services Director and Co-Principal Investigator of the WTC Medical Monitoring Program,and in 2006 she became the Principal Investigator of the Mount Sinai Clinical Center, the largest center in the WTC medical consortium. She has published widely on the physical and mental health effects of WTC exposure observed within the Mount Sinai Clinical Program. 
Afilaka Aboaba M.D, M.S.C is an Occupational Medicine specialist, an assistant professor and the medical director of the World Trade Center Medical Monitoring and Treatment Program Staten Island Satellite of Mount Sinai Health Center. Dr. Afilaka obtained his medical degree in 1983 from the University of Nigeria. He went on to do his intership in Internal Medicine at the Monmouth Medical Center in New Jersey and his Internal Medicine Residency at the Lincoln Medical Center and mental health center in New York. He Graduated with his Masters in science in 2000 from Mount 
Sinai and New York University’s joint program. Since 2002, Dr. Afilaka has been an attending and, since 2005, an assistant Professor at Mount Sinai School of Medicine. Dr. Afilaka’s past research and clinical interests have included work with Carpal Tunnel Syndrome, Various Musculoskeletal Disorders, Asbestosis, Mercury poisoning and Asthma.

Dr Jacqueline Moline stated that they have developed a partner ship with Richmond Medical Center. Staten Island was completely involved with the 9/11 efforts. The Staten Island Fresh Kills Landfill was an area that helped in categorizing the remains of the deceased.  The Fema Program that was established was to assist with Mental Health Problems, People with Sever Coughs, Sinus Infections, Post Traumatic Stress was suppose to last one year but it is still in effect.   


In 2006 Federal Money Became Available and they realized it was needed to make things easier for the people as there was no clinical site on Staten Island and that’s when they partnered with Rumce. 


In February Of 2009. The Mount Sinai came to Staten Island and they had to prove that there were 50 patients that needed assistance. The site is located at 690 Castelton Avenue.
