Program:

John Tapinis Introduced this week’s guest speaker Chief Of Transportation Michael Scagnelli.
Michael Scagnelli was born and reared in Brooklyn, graduated from St. John’s University in 1968, and in February of 1970 joined the New York City Police Department. He has distinguished himself in every rank, and has been assigned to a myriad of duties, including uniformed patrol, undercover narcotics, and detective squad functions. Over the years,  he has served as a commander of the 66th Precinct, the Motor Transport Division, and the 12th Division, and has also served as Executive Officer of Patrol Boroughs Brooklyn South and Manhattan South. In 1995, Chief Scagnelli was given the responsibility’s for creating the Traffic Control Division, of which he then served as the first Commanding Officer. He subsequently served as Commanding Officer of the Transit Division.

For the last nine years, Chief Scagnelli has administrated the NYPD’s “TrafficStat” program, a nationally-recognized accountability process that has dramatically reduced the numbers of Traffic accidents,traffic accident-related injuries, and traffic accident related deaths in New York City. Since 2002, Michael Scagnelli has held the rank of chief of Transportation. As such, he has the responsibility for the activities of all components of the traffic control division, including the Highway Patrol, the Movie and the Television Unit, the Traffic Management Center, the Manhattan Traffic Task Force, the bus and taxi units, as well as the 2,950 civillian traffic enforcement agents and supervisors in the parking enforcement district.

Chief Scagnelli makes no bones about it – he loves cops, he always loved cops, and always will. The recipient of numerous awards of department recognition, he is long-time president of the police department’s honor legion, and has been on its board since 1973. His involvement is assisting windows and children of our slain officers is well known throughout the police world.

No description of Chief scagnelli would be complete without mentioning that when off-duty, he is an avid hunter and outdoorsman.
