Mike Behar introduced this week’s guest speaker Rabbi Dr. Abraham Unger.

Rabbi Dr. Abraham Unger is the Rabbi of Congregation Ahavath Isreal in Tottenville. He is a Professor and Director of Urban Programs in the Department of Government and Politics at Wagner College, where he serves as Campus Rabbi and Faculty Advisor to Hillel. Rabbi Unger is serving this summer as a Scholar in Residence at NYU completing a paper on Business Improvement Districts and their Accountability. His research consultant at NYU is Dr. Ingrid Ellen, Co-director of NYU’S Fuman Center for Real Estate and Urban Policy and a team member of the Obama transition team at HUD. Rabbi Unger writes regularly for the Staten Island Advance, New Jersey Jewish News, and The Jewish Week. 


Rabbi Unger started his remarks by saying his grandmother had said the only thing he could talk about was religion and politics. He stated one word that we should all be looking at and it is Globalization, which is ultimately local. He spoke about how Globalization effects service sector of economy.
