That was in 1965; Jay’s been at the advance ever since. In 40 years as a sports writer and , columnist he’s covered the World Series, The Final Four, The Masters and U.S Open, and 25 consecutive Super Bowls. He’s the author of “ Thanksgiving 1959” , A story of a small town high school football setting on Staten Island in the year the construction began on the Verrazano-Narrows Bridge. The book follows coach Sal Somma and his New Dorp High School players to the first New York City high school championship game, and a thanksgiving rivalry that ….. like the community around it ….. would never be the same.
        Jay’s work has been featured in Sport magazine, and he’s been honored by the New York Deadline Club and the National Society of Newspaper Columnists. But he’s most proud of his support of his Staten Island causes like Dr. Theodore Atlas Foundation, the Potrolman Rocco Laurie Scholarship Fund, the Michael Riccardi Scholarship Fund, the New Dorp High School Football Hall of Fame, The  Unity Games, and the Firefighter Stephen Stiller Tunnel to Towers Run.
           One of his columns led to the creation of the Staten Island Sports Hall of Fame. Jay has volunteered as a little league, Babe Ruth League and youth soccer coach and as an assistant with the Manasquan (N.Y) High School football team. He and his wife Nancy have seven grown children. Jay Price was very interesting and answered many questions.
