Loren Harris, MD., F.A.C.S., F.C.C.P., Chairman of the Department of Surgery and Director of the Division of Thoracic Surgery


Loren j. Harris M.M., earned his medical education at New York University. Dr. Harris’ internship, residency and Chief residency were in general surgery at New York University Medical Center. The Tisch Hospital, Bellevue Hospital, and the Manhattan V.A. Hospital. Dr. Harris was a research fellow in Cardiovascular Surgery at New York University Medical Center. Dr. Harris appointments include teaching assistant in General Surgery, Clinical Instructor in General Surgery, Assistant Professor of Surgery at the Albert Einstein college of Medicine, attending surgeon at Beth Israel Medical Center and Assistant Chief for division of cardiac surgery and director for division of Thoracic Surgery at Beth Israel Medical Center and assistant chief for division of Thoracic surgery at continuum health partners Inc.


Dr. Harris is a diplomat of the National Board of Medical Examiners. He is board of certified in Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation, Advanced Trauma Life Support, Cardiac Life Support, and is a member of the American board of surgery and the American board of Thoracic Surgery.


Additionally, he is a fellow of the American college of cardiology and an associate fellow to American college of surgeons. Dr. Harris a member of the American heart association, the American college of surgeons, the American college of chest physicians, member of the society of Thoracic Surgeons, the New York Society for Thoracic Surgery, the New York State Medical Society and Alpha Omega Alpha Honor Society.

Dr. Harris has been honored and rewarded many times over, including the CRC Press Freshman Award for outstanding Achievement and the Alpha Epsilon Delta Honor Society Scholarship for Academic Achievement.


Dr. Harris had also been part of several research projects, publications and presentations.
