Jay Angerson, SIEDC Director of Projects. Hired in 1997, Jay has a background in small business operations and development. He gained his extensive experience operating business in both Brooklyn and Staten Island. Mr. Anderson also worked with local merchant associations in improving their commercial districts. He has studied at the College Of Staten Island, worked as a business consultant at the Small Business Development Committee and has been a member of the job service employment committee and the BUCKS Business Networking Club. He has served on the Metropolitan College of New York Advisory Council and has been a liaison in developing a linkage between Staten Island businesses and academic communities and a northern Ireland business development group. Jay resides in Eltingville with his wife and three daughters.
Jay served the SIEDC as a commercial revitalization manager for Staten Island’s South Shore, in which capacity he was instrumental capital projects in New Dorp, Tottenville and Great Kills. He has provided technical assistance to business island-wide and has been the North & West Empire Zone Coordinator.
