Mike Behar introduced this weeks guest speaker John Tapinis,

John is a native Staten Islander, Wito lived in Great Kills for over 25 years. John graduated from Susan Wagner High School. He then went onto graduate with a bachelors of science degree in Accounting from the College of Staten Island, City University of New York. While at the college John was the president of the Accounting Society and remains a member of the Alumni Association where he is frequently called upon by his alma mater to speak at various events.


In 1995, John began his tax and accounting career with the personal Financial Group in the New York office of Ernst & Young, LLP. Throughout his career with Ernst & Young, his focus was on tax. He obtained the level of Manager and taught tax technical classes throughout the country to other Ernst & Young Staff and partners.


In 2001, John decided to join with his former college classmate Richard Prinzi to form the accounting firm Prinzi & Tapinis in Brooklyn. In 2008, John decided to move his corporate headquarters to Staten Island, while still maintaining their office in Manhattan.

John always been community minded and remains active in Staten Island Community. For the past seven years John has been a member of the Staten Island Rotary Club and for the last five of those seven years, the Treasurer of the Club as well as the Staten Island Rotary Foundation. In 2005, John became the treasure of the Staten Island Mental Health Society and is the chair of the Finance and Adult Committees. John was Past Vice President and Treasure at the not-for profit organization, The Friends of the Alice Austin House and a past member and Secretary of South Kiwanis.


With his focus on the community, college, and his business, John opened the company Professional Tax Alliance to address the growing need for quality tax services at affordable prices. In its first years they have opened 4 locations and created 34 new jobs in a bad economy.
