Program:
Josh Caplan introduced our Guest Speaker, Dr. Abdul Rehman


Dr Abdul Rehman Clinical Assistant Profession attended Weil Cornell Medical College and has been a Rotarian since 2005.


Dr. Rehman is a medical practitioner, an internist with his practice in primamry care since 1973.


Dr. Rehman is Past President and Chair of Board of Trintee of the Brooklyn Medical Society, Dr Rehman is very active at the Stetp Medical Society and American Medical Society.


Dr Rehman is married to a doctor and has 2 children, a son and a daughter, Both Harvard Graduates. When Dr. Rehman is not playing with his granddaughter Zara, he is writing his poetry or reading a classic in Spirituality. 


Dr. Rehman spoke about the earth quake in Pakistan, October 8th 2005. The earth quake measured a 7.6 to 7.8 in the mountains of Pakistan. There was a lose of 85 thousand people and 52 percent of them were children. An additional 80 thousand were seriously injured and over 400 thousand homes were destroyed. 


Dr. Rehman showed a video presentation which demonstrated the anatomy of a shelter. He described the shelters is costing $250.00 each. The players in assisting Pakistan were Religious Organizations, The Army, Red Cross, International Relief Organizations and Pakistani Ex-Patriats. Some of the factors affecting Relief efforts political instability, Lack of Government structure, Lack of Infrastructure, Lack of Resources and Down Play of authority. Some of the Factors of affecting Relief Efforts included Apathy both local and  international, Lack of Transparency, Corruption, Safety and finally competing in areas in the rest of the world.

Pakistani American doctors set up structure, supplied funds and supplies, volunteer doctors and 400 plus shelters. Dr. Rehman was extremely interesting and was available after the meeting to answer many questions.
