MaryLee Montalvo introduced this week’s guest speaker’s Robert Busan and Jennifer C. Saladis.
 Robert Busan is the director of community development providing oversight to all youth development initiatives for the agency. Robert comes to NYCID with over thirty years of experience in both the governmental and not for profit sectors.

He holds a Masters of Science degree from Audrey Cohen College in administration.

As one of the founders and directors of the YMCA Counseling service in 1980, he brought adolescent, adult, and family chemical dependency services to under serviced areas on the North and South shores of Staten Island, In 1987 Robert began Staten Island’s first HIV/AIDS support group at Baley Seton Hospital which continued until 1992.

Working for the visiting Nurse Association of Staten Island, he was the Bereavement Coordinator for homebound individuals with AIDS and their families.

Robert worked for the Mayor’s Office AIDS Policy as the policy analyst overseeing Alcohol and other Drug issues for New York City, The New York City Department of Correction as Executive Director of the S.A.I.D. (substance abuse intervention division) program on Riker’s Island.
For the past sixteen years Robert has been the volunteer executive director of project BUILD of Richmond County, a not for profit serving individuals and their families with HIV/AIDS. Robert is the recipient of numerous awards including an outstanding service award from the New York State Department of Health.

Jennifer C. Saladis a native Staten Islander is a graduate of St. John’s University, Summa cum laude, and possesses a Bachelor’s of arts in sociology, with a minor in Communication Arts. She was recognized as a St. John’s University Student leader and woman of achievement.

Throughout her almost 10 years of employment at New York Center, she has coordinated the agency’s youth led community service projects as well as facilitated trainings for youth and program staff at various citywide organizations. The Prepare and Share Project, created by Ms. Saladis and the unity youth council, was part of youth connect!!
Presently, Ms. Saladis is currently employed as program manager for the workforce investment act out of school and disconnected youth training program.
