Thomas Mauro, Director of Exercises and Training, Bureau of Emergency Management, New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene


In 2006 Tom Mauro retired from NYPD at the rank of captain. He then established a business and wrote Emergency Action Plans for high-rise buildings in Manhattan.


Currently, Tom teaches Incident Command System courses to emergency responders nationwide on behalf of FEMA.


He also teaches Criminal Justice courses at St. John’s University, and is a director at the New York City Department of Health and Hygiene’s Bureau of Emergency Management.

Tom coordinated the Health Department’s response to the H1N1 outbreak in the Spring and Fall of 2009.
