Josh Caplan introduced this week’s guest speaker Michael E. McMahon,

Rep. Michael E. McMahon was elected to the 11th Congress in 2008. He presented  the 13th Congressional District of New York, which includes the entire borough of Staten Island as well as the Bensonhurst, Gravesend, Dyker Heights, and Bay Ridge neighborhoods of Brooklyn.


Rep. McMahon serves on the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, where he sits on the Subcommittee on Aviation, Coast Guard and Maritime Transportation, and Railroads, Pipelines and Hazardous Materials.


He also serves on the House Committee on Foreign Affairs, and was named to the Subcommittees on the Middle East and South Asia, Europe, and Terrorism, Nonproliferation and Trade.


Prior to his election to the 11th Congress, he was a member of the New York City Council for seven years, and a partner in the law firm of O’Leary, McMahon and Spero.


Rep. McMahon received his undergraduate degree from New York University and his law degree from New York Law School. He also studied for two years in Germany at the University of Heidelberg. A Life-long Staten Islander, Rep. McMahon has been married for over twenty years to New York State Supreme Court Justice Judith Novellino McMahon. They have two children, Joseph and Julia.

Honorable Michael McMahon Stated that is was a privilege and an honor to speak at the Staten Island Rotary, and to also give back to the Staten Island Community. 


He stated this morning he was at the Post Cards in St. George where Brendon Marraco who fought and served in Iraq and lost both legs and arms was honored. Honorable McMahon stated that Brendon has a great spirit and was recently recognized by Congress. He hopes he has made a mark in Congress on Transportation and Foreign Affairs and knowing that Staten Island and Brooklyn have great concerns with transportation, traffic and in flotation. He spoke with money coming back to the district and for the ferry and stated that $175 million is needed for the ramps and bridges connecting the Ferry’s. The Staten Island toll booths are being taken down and that came from the stimulus package at the cost of $30 million.


Honorable McMahon was extremely interesting and many questions were asked and we thanked him for coming.
