Program:
The first part of the program past president Don Lee introduced ambassadorial scholar of District 7230. Elena Masselli of Italy, Elena gave us a brief overview of her background and her future plans and we thanked Don Lee and his wife Diane for making her stay in America comfortable. 
President Ron introduced this week’s guest speaker Patrick F. McDermott

Pat Chairman of the Executive Committee of the board of Trustees of Staten Island University Hospital, Trustee of the Heart Institute of Staten Island, Trustee and Executive Committee Member of the North Shore-Long Island Jewish Health System, Co-Chairman of the Staten Island CYO Advisory Board and a member of the board of catholic charities community services. He is 2nd Vice-President of the National Board of the American Parkinson Disease Association, and is a director and Past Chairman of the Board of the college of Staten Island Foundation.


Pat has received numerous awards for service to the community including the United Hospital Fund Distinguished Trustee Award, the Meals on Wheels Louis R. Miller Community Service Award, the Staten Island CYO Community Service Award, CYO Archdiocesan Shining Stars Award, YMCA Distinguished Community Service Award, and is a Paul Harris Fellow of Rotary International. Pat and his wife Susan have three children and four grandchildren and reside on Lighthouse Hill.

Pat began his talk with stating it is a pleasure to be here to speak to his Rotarian friends. Pat gave us an overview of being past president and stated that being president of rotary is a 52 week commitment. He further stated just as you get the hang of it your year is over. Pat told us that his sponsor to Rotary was Lou Miller and how Mr. Miller told Pat that a Rotarian must participate fully, You must block out Tuesday’s at lunch time and be at Rotary. Mr. Miller further stated to Pat McDermott, you are not here to advertise your business, but to give service back to the community and business will come. 


Pat went over the avenue’s of service, which includes: Club Service, Community Service, Vocational Service and International Service. Pat stated that each Rotarian should live by the four way test and of the things we think, say and do and they include:

1. Is it the truth?

2. Is it fair to all concerned?

3. Will it build Goodwill and better friendships?

4. Will it be beneficial to all concerned?      

He had also stated that every Rotarian should take every opportunity through rotary and be happy for what we have done and be sad for those things we have not done. 


Pat also discussed the court case in 1987 that allowed women to join rotary and how it created many problems within the rotary organization, but since that point in time, there are many women in rotary and are expected to do service above self.
