MaryLee Montalvo introduced this weeks guest speaker Robert Scamardella (Fellow Rotarian)

 Robert J. Scamardella is a life-long Staten Islander who is currently,  a partner in the West Brighton Law Firm of Russo, Scamardella and D’Amato, P.C., and a partner in the lobbying/consulting firm, The Molinari Group, LLC.

Quite active in his profession, Mr. Scamardella has served on the Board of Directors of the Richmond County Bar Associations and has chaired its public relations and fee arbitration committees. He acted has Dean of the “People Law School” project and is a continuing education lecturer.

He also has been active in Island charitable causes. Robert sits on the boards of directors of the Staten Island Rotary Foundation, The Staten Island Sports Hall of Fame, The Eger Health Care Rehabilition Center and The YMCA of greater New York. He also acts as Board Chairman of the Staten Island YMCA. He serves as pro bono legal counsel for the St. George Theatre Restorations, Inc, The Staten Island Children’s Campaign and SINY, Inc.


Also involved in academic exercises, Mr. Scamardella is currently an Adjunct Professor of Business Law at Wagner College and is the author of a 334 page book on the subject of Amateur Sports.

Robert had begun his talk speaking on Estate Planning, Estate Planning is something that we should all think about for our future and includes property and physical person. The reason for estate planning is if we become ill or die. If we do nothing its in compasity planning, what would happen if our spouse doesn’t have any legal right to property’s at the time of our death. This means the spouse and or children would have to hire an attorney for thousands of dollars for them to attain guardianship.


Health Care Decisions, under the common Law you should designate people to decide who will take care of your health decisions. This is done through health care proxy or a living will. If you don’t make the decision for yourself, the court will make the decision for you. Part of planning you should also consider Long Term Care insurance and should start thinking about this around the age of 50. Medicare is something that we all get when we reach 65 weather we want it or not. We must know that Medicare does not cover custodial care, that’s why long term care insurance is so important. When someone has to go on Medicaid, new rules have been implemented, If there is now a 5 year look back of assets and talk of it going additional years.


Bob also talked about death planning. You must prepare while you are healthy and well for people to get what you have worked so hard for to leave that. That is why a will is important. He future talked about the Difference between probate and no probate issues as well as taxable estate. 


Bob spoke about many important issues and the most important things he had stressed to everyone was everyone needs a will, a health care proxy, life insurance, and think of long term care insurance and to put all of these documents in place while you are healthy and well. He was very interesting and answered many questions and we hope he comes back soon.
