 Program:
Joe Marchese announced  this  weeks guest speaker Dr. Vittorio Rotella , 

Dr. Rotella completed a fellowship in Vascular Surgery at Temple University Hospital. Philadelphia and joined the faculty at RUMC in 2008. He completed his residency in general surgery at Lenox Hill Hospital. His practice includes both open and  endovascular procedures including carotid endarterectomies. Peripheral arterial bypass and stenting, open and endovascular repair of abdominal anurysms and AV access procedures. 

Dr. Rotella explained what a vascular surgeon is and  that  they  take care of vains and arteries and have nothing  to  do  with the heart that is a cardiologist. Most death related vascular diseases come from kidney failure , smoking , and diabetes 

He stated smokers should  be screened with sonograms and their legs should be tested with blood pressure cuff on your legs. 
The Vascular Institue at Richmond Universal Medical Center provideds state-of-the-art endovascular and open treatment for Peripheral Artery Disease, known as P.A.D. The team consists of quality physicians working together in an inter-disciplinary approach to best resolve the complications of vascular disease.
