Program:

Susan Finley introduced today’s guest speaker, David Picerno, who is the Vice President of Development, Marketing & Administration at Historic Richmond Town (The Staten Island Historical Society). Mr. Picerno is one of the newest members of the Historic Richmond Town family. His first day on the job was September 9th, 2009, just in time for last year’s Richmond County Fair! As the new Vice President of Development, Marketing and Administration, David is responsible for planning interesting events, generating financial support, and building relationships within SI.

David began his involvement with the Staten Island Historical Society as a member of it’s board of directors in March 2008. Prior to his “official” arrival at Historic Richmond Town last September, David was employed by Citibank for over 10 years. He began working for Citicorp Investment Services as a Financial Executive beginning in 1999, for Citi’s Global Consumer Group as a Personal and Small Business Banker in 2002, and for Citi Global Wealth Management as a Private Banker.  
David is a native born Staten Islander whose family can trace it’s \Richmond County roots to the turn of the prior century. He has been an active member of Saint Clare’s parish in Staten Island since his boyhood days. Noteworthy leadership roles at Saint Clare’s included: Secretary of the Parish Council (4 years), religious education instructor (6 years), and his involvement in the parish soccer program as coordinator and referee (13 years). David has also played an active role in the Big Brothers and Big Sisters of New York City, where he is a workplace mentor to an “at risk” student from the Tito Puente Educational Complex in East Harlem.

David has lived in Grasmere for the past 12 years and is very happy to be able to commute to Richmond Town every day in under 20 minutes.

David started his remarks by stating that Richmond town is a place for family fun. One of the new projects that happened in Richmond town this year was a Chili Cook Off. It was held last April and 2500 people attended. The Chili Cook Off brought people from all over Staten Island, which was its goal. 

Richmond town is continuing to try to build relationships throughout the community, and they are trying new events to bring people in from the city and the state due to the financial cutbacks. Over the next 5 years, Richmond Town will have had many changes. David thanked the Staten Island Rotary for every year being by the entrance gate by St. Patrick’s Church.

He was a very interesting individual and answered many questions.
